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Resumo

O estudo exploratorio Tramas de uma
complexa Relagdo: a Comunidade da Penha-SC e o
Parque Tematico Beto Carrero World (impactos
econdmicos e socioculturais), tem como objetivo
investigar os impactos econdmicos e socioculturais
causados ap6s a instalacdo do empreendimento
Beto Carrero World na destinagdo turistica de
Penha-SC. A principal fonte de renda do municipio
desde o século XIX foi a atividade pesqueira, com a
decadéncia da pesca artesanal, o municipio passa a
ver no turismo uma nova fonte econdOmica,
intensificando-se a partir de 1991 com a vinda do
parque, destacando o municipio no cenario
nacional e internacional. Embora o parque tenha
contribuido muito para reaquecer a economia do
local, impactos negativos surgiram interferindo no
modo de vida da populagdo local que passou a
experimentar uma realidade bem diferente da que
estava habituada. Sugere-se que o desenvolvimento
da atividade turistica em Penha seja norteado pela
concepcao do turismo sustentavel como forma de
estabelecer um turismo que venha ao encontro dos
interesses dos que estdo envolvidos no processo,
principalmente a populagdo local, que tem no
municipio, antes de ser uma destinag@o turistica, o
seu local de residéncia. A integragdo de todos os
agentes envolvidos no processo ¢ fundamental
para garantir a continuidade e a qualidade do
negocio turistico na destinagdo Penha, apontando
uma nova situagdo para o desenvolvimento do
turismo no municipio, contemplando e valorizando
0s aspectos econdmicos e socioculturais da
localidade.

Abstract

The aim of the exploratory study 4 Complex
relationship: the community of Penha — SC and the
Beto Carrero World theme park (Economic and
Socio-cultural impacts) is to investigate the
economic and socio-cultural impacts resulting from
the introduction of the Beto Carrero World theme
park in the tourist destination of Penha, Santa
Catarina. The town’s main source of income, since
the XIX century, was fishing, but with the decline of
artisan fishing, the town began to look to tourism as
a new source of economic income, gathering pace
from 1991 onwards with the arrival of the theme
park, which placed the town on the national and
international map. Although the park has
contributed a great deal to reviving the local
economy, negative impacts have also arisen which
have influenced the lifestyle of the local population,
as a result of which it is now experiencing a reality
that is quite different from that which it had been
used to. It is suggested that the development of
tourism in Penha be guided by the concept of
sustainable tourism, as a means of establishing a
tourism that will bring together the interests of
those involved in the process, particularly the local
population, for whom the town is a place of
residence rather than a tourist destination. The
integration of all those involved in the processes is
fundamental for ensuring the continuity and quality
of the tourism industry in the destination of Penha,
indicating a new situation for the development of
tourism in the town and contemplating and
appreciating the economic and social-cultural
aspects of the locality. In this way, an effective
integration policy is established between the public
