FOREWORD

Historicamente, nos tempos de guerra, o turis-
mo se retrai e espera tewpos de par para atuar como
me1o de unido ¢ de fraternidade entre 0s povos.
Nas circunstancias do atual conflito intcrnacional,
os reflexos da sua retragio ja se fazem scalir nos
fluxos de tunstas cm 1odo 0 mundo € sen desempe-
1itho no nivel nacional ainda precisa ser analisado a
luz dos acontecimentos.

No entanto, antes dessa nova realidade nos
desafiar ja haviamos concluide a avaliagio das con-
tribuigBes deste niimero da nossa revista, cujos arti-
gos abordam aspectos relevantcs da atividade.

Como fruto do intercimbio internacional de
pesquisas, apresentamos um estudo comparativo
da educagio superior em Turismo no Brasil ¢ no
Reino Unido, destacando suas principais caracte-
risticas, difcrengas ¢ similaridades.

As alteragdes provocadas pelo desenvelvi-
mento sustentavel na rcgulagdo dos padrocs de
consiumo, estilos de vida ¢ de um conjunto das fun-
¢dcs produtivas sie aprescntadas no sentido de
cstimular novas formas de organizagio no setor de
servicos ccondmicos, coino o turismo ¢ os sociais.
como organizagdes do terceiro sclot.

A contribuigiio do nosso corpo discenie
analisa as relagées cntre a élica e o turismo com
base em pesquisa bibliografica, apontando sua
imporiincia no desempenho do profissional em
Lurisma.

O corpo docente participa com o estudo da
patsagem rural como um dos definidores da viagen
e a analise do Turismo Cultural como estimula-
dor do conhecimento do patriménio cultural dos
povos, dc sua conscientizagio e como forma de
preservi-lo.

O fortalecimento da produgio cientifica. a
partir do planejamento de uma comunicagio cientifi-
ca, € abordado no sentido de estimular a produgio
académica competente e rigorosa. Apresentamos.
ainda, sintescs das dissertagdes de mestrado delen-
didas no periodo. que ilustram a abrangéncia dos
estudos desenvolvidos no programa. Scus leinas
referem-se aos agentes de viagem do Esiado dc
Santa Catarina,  comunicagdo em lingua espanliola
e 0 preconceito ¢ relagdo ao turista estrangeiro
e, por fim. a0 projeto pedagogico do Curse de
Gastronomia da Univali,

Histerically, tourism has retreated during
wartime, and awaits iimes of peace when it acts as
a means of union and brotherhood among peoples.
Faced with the current intcrnational conflict, this
retreating rcflex is already being felt by the tourism
flow the world over, and its perfermance at a na-
tional level has vet to be analyzed in the light of
the events.

However. belore this new reality challenged us,
we had already conciuded the evaluation of the con-
tributions to this issuc of our journal. whose articles
address aspects related to the activity.

As a result of international foreign exchanges
for the purposes of research. we present a compara-
tive study of higher education in Tourism in Brazil
and the United Kingdom, lighlighting its main char-
acteristics, differences and similarities,

The changes provoked by sustainable devel-
opment in the regalation of consumer standards,
lifestyles and a range of productive functiens, arc
presented in the sense of encouraging new organiza-
tional forms in the economic services scctor, such as
in third sector organizaticns like tourism and social
scrvices.

The contribution made by our student body
analyzes the rclationship between ethics and tour-
ism, using bibliographic research as a basis. and
stressing its importance in the performance of tour-
ism professionals.

The teaching bedy participates with a study of
the rural landscape as one of the defining aspects
of travel, and an analysis of Cullural Tourism as a
factor, which stimmulates knowledge of the popula-
tion’s cultural heritage, raises their awarcness and 15
a means of preserving this heritage.,

Strengthening scientific production, starting
with the planning stage of a scientific communica-
tion, is addressed with the aim of stimulating compe-
tent and rigorous academic production. We also
present absiracts of Master's Degree dissertations
defended during the period, which illustrate the
scope of the studies developed as part of he pro-
gram. Their themes relate to travel agents of the State
of Santa Calarina. communication in the Spanish
langnage and prejudice towards foreign tourists and
finally, the tcaching project of the Course in Gas-
tronomy at Univali.



Esta variada gama dc temas e analises de dife-
rentes tipos, enfoques, desdobramentos e influén-
cias do turismo, além da amplitude tematica,
evidencia a importincia do debate, em nivel técnico-
cientifico, voltade ao cnriquecimento do setor e 3
qualificagde profissional, na qual estamos investin-
do nossos esforgos e esperancas.

A partir destc ano, ofcrecemos também o
Programa de¢ Doutorado em Turismo ¢ Hotelaria,
Juntamente com o de Mestrado — cujo reconheci-
mento foi renovado pela CAPES a(¢ 2003. Nossos
alunos, originarios de todos os Estados do pais —
desde os vizinhes do Sul até os das Regides Norte
¢ Nordeste — contribuirdo significativamente, sob
a oricntacdo dos docentes, para incrementar a
produgio cientifica da drea e para a ampliagio do
contingente de profissionais Mestres ¢ Doutores
em Turisme ¢ Hotelaria.
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This variety of themes and analyses of the dif-
ferent types, focuses, implications and influences of
tourism, besides being very wide-ranging, shows the
rmmportance of debate, at technical-scientific level,
which is aimed at enriching the sector and qualifying
professionals, in whom w¢ are investing our efforts
and hopes.

As of this year, we are also offering a Doctorate
Program m Tourism and Hotel Management, together
with the Masters Degree, whose academic accreditation
has been renewed by CAPES until 2003, Our students,
who hail from States all around the country. including
the neighboring state to the South and the North and
Nerth East Regions, will, under the supervision of the
teaching staff, make an important contribution to further-
ing scientific production in the field and increasing the
number professionals in Tourism and Hotel Manage-
ment with Master's Degree and Doctorate qualifications.
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
